For Drywall and/or plywood walls we
recommend securing the rack thru the
back spacer bar into a stud in the wall
using a 3” - #8 wood screw.

For uneven surfaces, like brick, we
recommend using a slotted “L” bracket
that you secure to the post with a 5/8”
screw and then use a Tapcon screw to
secure to the wall.

For Concrete we recommend securing
the rack using a 3” Tapcon screw thru a
back spacer bar into the wall.
